CALL TO ORDER 

President Carl Bryan called the scheduled meeting to order at 12:02 p.m.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES FROM THE MEETING HELD ON OCTOBER 23rd 2006
President Carl Bryan requested from the board a motion to approve the minutes from the board meeting held on October 23rd 2006.  Tom Sellers moved to approve the minutes and Bobby Gillis seconded the motion.  The vote was unanimous.

REPORT FROM BAWCUM & PREUSS COVERING EDC FINANCIAL
After some review, President Carl Bryan requested a motion to approve the financial report for October 2006.  Tom Sellers moved to approve the report. Gene Watson seconded the motion.  The vote was unanimous.
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Discussion and possible action AS A RESULT OF A pRESENTATION BY aDAMS eNGINEERING ON wHITE oAK AND hERITAGE bUSINESS pARKS
Chris Seeley and Chris Walker from Adams Engineering gave an interesting slide show on the feasibility study done on the recently purchased White Oak Business Park.  They discussed some flood plain issues and the measures that could be taken to correct the drainage if the board decided it was a problem for the development of the property.   They also suggested some development scenarios for the new industrial park. No action was taken.
DISCUSSION AND POSSIBLE ACTION AS A RESULT OF A DISCUSSION ON NEW BUIDING CONSTRUCTION
After some discussion, Carl Bryan asked for a motion to allow Roger to proceed with the negotiation with Paris  Jr. College to swap one acre of land  belonging to the EDC for an acre belonging to PJC to allow for a suitable drive way for both the Jr. College and the new EDC facility.  Gene Watson made the motion, Tom Sellers seconded the motion and the vote was unanimous.  Tom Sellers made a motion to raise the budget on the new EDC facility to $285,000 to cover some unexpected expenses.  Bobby Gillis seconded the motion and the vote was unanimous.
DISCUSSION AND POSSIBLE ACTION ON WORKFORCE DEVELOPMENT GRANT FOR FLOWSERVE

Tom Sellers made a motion to participate with the Northeast Texas Workforce Board in providing Flowserve $15,000 toward funding the instructors for a new training program.  At the end of the training program, Flowserve will increase their workforce by 18 positions.   Bobby Gillis seconded the motion and the vote was unanimous.
DISCUSSION AND POSSIBLE ACTION ON RESECHDULING OR CANCELING DECEMBER BOARD MEETING.
Gene Watson made a motion to change the December 25th board meeting date to December 18th.  Tom Sellers seconded the motion and the vote was unanimous.

REPORT OF EDC ACTIVITIES

Executive Director Roger Feagley updated the board on the activities and the meetings attended by the staff over the preceding month and the plans for the following month.  He discussed zoning of the properties recently taken into the City, the prospect activity and he reminded members of the Dec. 6 Outlook Conference Luncheon.
