Tres Palacios Gas Storage Contributes to Tidehaven I.S.D.’s Highest Ever Taxable Valuation

The Matagorda County Appraisal District recently announced the 2010 certified net taxable value for all 25 of Matagorda County’s taxing entities.

The Tidehaven Independent School District enjoyed a huge valuation increase of over $323 million to become a billion dollar school district for the first time.  The increase shot Tidehaven’s net certified taxable value to $1,137,498,502.

Chief Appraiser Vince Maloney said the development of gas storage facilities in the northeastern portion of the Tidehaven district was the major factor in Tidehaven I.S.D’s increase.

The newest gas storage facility to be developed in the district is Tres Palacios Gas Storage LLC.  Tres Palacios Gas Storage, a natural gas storage facility located in Clemville, initiated service in October, 2008.  The facility is comprised of three salt dome caverns capable of storing a total of 36 billion cubic feet of customer’s natural gas, a 42-mile underground pipeline header system, and eight pipeline interconnections with ten natural gas pipelines.  Tres Palacios Gas Storage currently has ten full time employees who provide 24-hour coverage, seven days a week.
