PALACIOS MUNICIPAL AIRPORT AWARDED $848,130 FACILITIES GRANT 
Palacios Beacon 5-12-10   

The Palacios Municipal Airport has been awarded an $848,130 grant by the Texas Transportation Commission for the improvements at the local airport, including drainage and pavement improvements.    
Announcement of the matching grant was made following the Transportation Commission’s April 29 meeting in Beaumont.    
“That’s great news for our airport,” City Manager Charles Winfield said.   
Winfield said the city’s match for the grant will be $84,813, which is included in this fiscal year’s Airport Fund budget. Most of the money, he said, will be to replace all the World War II-vintage clay drainage pipes, plus repair a “dip” in a runway caused by a collapse in drainage pipes.    
TxDOT said a contract for the project is expected “to be awarded this spring.”    
The project costs, other than Palacios’ match, will be funded through TxDOT’s Aviation Facilities Grant Program, which preserves and protects the state’s general aviation system.
