New business park under way in Rochester

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ROCHESTER — A business park is being born off Route 11. 

Builders have been making progress on the 10,000 square-foot medical building, setting the stage for a mid-August completion and early December opening of Fresenius Medical Care's dialysis center. 

The building, the anchor attraction at the 12-acre, four-lot project, will offer 2,000 square feet for another medical use.

"Now that the building has taken shape well enough we'll be able to start doing some marketing," said Chad Kageleiry of Dover-based Summit Land Development. 

Fresenius needs a few months to prepare the building, he said.

The building's steel canopy is up, providing workers with some shade, and the exterior insultation was being set Thursday. 

Concrete trucks were at the site as workers poured footings for the site's road, which will begin behind and in between the Shoe Dept. and Black Dog Car Wash. 

The road will go over the state-run trail system and lead to a cul-de-sac beside the medical building, which sits in the back near the Cocheco River. 

The bridge portion of the road is being built in Connecticut and should be trucked north in one to two weeks, workers said. 

Tenants have not been announced for the remaining lots, which are without buildings and owned by Raven Realty.
