Medical center for kidney care OK'd for Route 11 site
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ROCHESTER — A new Route 11 location should soon take shape for a company billed as the world's largest care group for chronic kidney failure. 

Summit Land Development of Dover hopes to begin construction on the estimated $1 million, 10,000-square-foot building for Fresenius Medical Care next month, with work lasting through the middle of July, a project developer said.

Summit owner Chad Kageleiry, who will rent the majority of the space to Fresenius, said the single-story, steel frame structure will feature a covered area for patient drop-offs. Fresenius is responsible for their "very sophisticated fit-up" on the inside, he said. About 2,000 square feet will ideally be rented to another medical outfit, Kageleiry said.

The project was recently approved by the Planning Board.

Summit Land Development is purchasing the land from Raven Realty LLC, which was also approved for a 12-acre, four-lot business park behind Black Dog Car Wash, across the street from Wal-Mart. The approval included construction for an overpass that will serve as a drainage structure and go over the state-run trails area. Plans have not been announced for the remaining three lots.

Fresenius says its provide dialysis treatment to 173,863 people across the globe through its network of 2,238 clinics in North America, Europe, Latin America and Asia-Pacific.
